          Martin opened the meeting at 6:30 pm with the pledge of allegiance.  The public hearing was opened and the notice was read by Secretary Rayburn.
I. Duvall Farms Hay & Straw has applied for a Special Use Permit for a use not conducted entirely within an enclosed building.  Property located at 1 Elm Street of tax map # 67.16-1-16.100. The owners of the property are Pemm, LLC

The Ontario County Planning Board (OCPB) met on May 12, 2021. They had the following comment and the vote to approve was 15 in favor/0 opposed.
1. The referring body should identify the dimensions of the allowed storage area including distance storage activities must be set back from the pavement or road ROW, from the barn and other property boundaries. 
Martin discussed SEQR.  Martin motioned and Kugris seconded that SEQR is a type II action with no further action required.  All Board members present voted Aye.
Duvall stated he has cleaned up the property, he will maintain the barn and the grounds.  He wishes to store hay inside the barn and outside under a tarp.  There will be equipment on the back side of the berm.  The barn is a 80 x 30 and has been in place for about 50 to 60 years.  As long as the old Agway was on the corner.   He stated that someday he would like to build a barn of his own, but with the economy the way it is right now he can not afford to do so.  He stated there will be approximately 80 bales on site and then they will be gone before the first of the year, each year.  Kugris asked if the barn would have electric and a bathroom.  Duvall stated it would not.  
Every asked if there would be anything else other than hay?  Duvall stated they would like to plant wildflowers on the berm.  Martin mentioned the distance from the road, the barn is 100 feet off of the road and he will stay 60 feet back with the hay, The property is fenced in. 
Martin motioned and Kugris seconded the motion to close the public hearing, all Board members present voted Aye.
