Rabies Clinics

Because we have documented rabies in our County,
New York State Law requires every dog, cat, and
ferret at least 3 months of age always be vaccinated
against rabies. Each year Ontario County Public
Health provides 6 FREE rabies clinics. The 2024
rabies clinics run from 9AM-Noon and are scheduled
for the following dates and: April 6%, June 29%", Aug
24t Oct 5™, and Nov 2. All clinics will be held at
the Ontario County Public Works at 2962 County
Road 48 in Canandaigua. Even though the clinics are
FREE, donations are appreciated. Dogs, Cats, and
ferrets must be healthy and at least 12 weeks old.
Bring your most recent rabies certificate with you if
possible. Pets must be on a leash or in a carrier. For
